It is advertising something

Sender: Joe Schmoe
Subject: Great Deals Here

There are lots of misspelled words

Sender: Sunsh1n3 Superst@r
Subject: Brit3 dats R heer

It sounds really strange

Sender: Monica Lindsay
Subject: Re: mango justified

The email sounds interesting
but you weren’t expecting it

Sender: brouhaha
Subject: Win a free game console!
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
